Olympic Group Family Camp 6th – 8th July 2012

After a few years to recover from our last Family Camp, back in 2009, 2012 sees the return of the 1st Disley Scout Group Family Camp, which this year will have an Olympic theme.  The camp will be held at Linnet Clough Scout Camp, near Mellor, from Friday 6th to Sunday 8th July, and is open to the whole of 1st Disley Scout Group – Beavers, Cubs, Scouts, Explorers, Mums, Dads, brothers, sisters, Grannies, Grandpas, Aunts, Uncles… you get the idea.  Cubs, Scouts and Explorers are welcome to attend the camp without their parents, but unfortunately we cannot accept any Beaver without a parent present (or at least another parent willing to be responsible for that child).

The plan is that all Cubs, Scouts and Explorers attending will camp in groups within their Sections, whilst the Beavers will camp with their own parents.  Those families who wish to bring their own tents are asked to do so; those who don’t have their own tents will be able to use Scout Group tents of various sizes.  We have also booked the use of the Lynmouth Chalet at the site, which provides us with kitchen facilities and a large room for dining and for indoor craft activities or games.

We are intending to provide a wide variety of vaguely Olympic-related activities, including an Opening Ceremony, canoeing, rafting, archery, air-rifle shooting, mountain biking, orienteering, treasure hunt, a variety of crafts, night hike, barbecue, and lots of Olympian games, challenges and races.  Obviously not all activities will be suitable for everyone, but we aim to provide plenty of enjoyable activities for every age group.
The cost of this camp, to include the activities, food, camp fees, etc., will be £37.50 per person.  However, there will be discounts to keep the costs down for families: a family of three will cost £100; a family of four will be £120; additional family members beyond this will be £20 each.  (Children under 4 years of age go free, but there will be no activities specifically for this age).  We will also be welcoming day visitors on the Saturday for £15 per person, to include meals and activities.

Any adults attending the camp will need to have completed Scout Association CRB checks (Criminal Record checks), but we will supply the forms for this nearer the time (this is free through the Scout Association).

At this stage, we need an accurate idea of numbers, in order to be able to fully plan the programme and to book activities.  We would therefore like a deposit of £10 per camper and £5 per day visitor by  Friday 30th March please.  The balance of payment will be due in June.  Please make cheques payable to “1st Disley Scout Group”.

Make sure you and your family don’t miss out on this fantastic experience.  Please complete and return the attached form, along with the appropriate deposit, as soon as possible, and by Friday 30th March at the very latest.
