The Group Executive Committee
The Executive Committee provides full support to the Group Scout Leader and the Explorer Scout, Scout, Cub and Beaver Leaders in running the Scout Group.  Members of the Committee do this by administering the finances of the Group, raising funds and overseeing the maintenance of the Scout Hut and its contents.

The Executive Committee carries out its business by holding around six committee meetings every year (two per school term) with each meeting usually lasting up to 2 hours.  The well-being of the Group and the fundraising activities are the key items discussed at each meeting.  The Annual General Meeting takes place in September every year, and is the occasion when the Group Scout Council meets to hear reports on the year’s activities, to approve the annual accounts and to elect the members of the Committee.  The Committee comprises the Chairman, Secretary, Treasurer, around six committee members and the Explorer, Scout, Cub and Beaver Leaders.  The current officers are Robin Holgate (Chairman), Jackie Pattison (Secretary) and John Kalnins (Treasurer).
The main tasks of the Committee throughout the year include organising and running coffee mornings, social events and other activities, e.g. the 100 Club, which help raise funds for the Group.  Apart from actively supporting the activities that our children are benefitting from, being on the Committee provides opportunities to socialise with other members of the Group Scout Council and to contribute positively to sustaining Disley’s character and vitality.
