What uniform is needed?

This page describes the uniform required for each section.  Clothing worn should always be suitable for the activity in question and sections may relax the uniform rules when this is appropriate.  A diagram showing the correct placement of badges on uniform is also included.

All sections wear the Group neckerchief, which is given to each member when they are first invested into the Group.  Replacements can be purchased from the Group if necessary.  

Beaver Scouts

The official uniform is a turquoise sweatshirt.  A group neckerchief (scarf) will be supplied by the Scout Group.  Dark coloured trousers (school trousers) should be worn for formal parades -St George's Day and Remembrance Sunday.

Cub Scouts

Cubs wear a green sweatshirt, together with the Group neckerchief and a woggle denoting the colour of their six.  Dark coloured trousers (school trousers) should be worn for formal parades -St George's Day and Remembrance Sunday.

Scouts

Uniform consists of a teal green Scout shirt and Group neckerchief.  It is often wise to be equipped to change out of a Scout shirt for the activity part of an evening.  A leather woggle should be worn with the neckerchief – a woggle of standard design is given to each Scout on joining the section, and alternative woggles are available for purchase at many camp sites.  Navy blue Scout trousers are also available but these are optional.  On formal occasions (e.g. church services), we ask that either the official uniform trousers or dark school trousers or skirts, shoes and a Scout belt are worn.  

Explorer Scouts
A beige shirt is the official uniform but we only ask for this to be worn on formal occasions such as parades, and when travelling to or from camps.  The Group neckerchief is also worn with the shirt.
